The Boman Family Pharmacy Services Educational Scholarship is offered to Associates, or direct family of Associates, in All Saints In-Patient Pharmacy seeking to advance their educational opportunities. Through donations to The Boman Family Pharmacy Services Educational Scholarship, All Saints is pleased to afford this opportunity for financial support in accordance with our value of Development.

Background to the development for this scholarship:

Upon attending an All Saints scholarship awards banquet, I was impressed by the number of scholarships that were awarded to students pursuing a career in nursing or raising their level of education in nursing practice.  While researching this I discovered that a number of the nursing scholarships were created by the donors to be used specifically for nursing and I felt that there was a paucity of scholarships that addressed other career paths.  I was aware that there are a very large number of high-school and college students working in the organization and the in-patient pharmacy services in particular.  Because of my deep belief in the opportunities that are afforded by achieving a higher level education and recognizing the high costs of advanced education, I resolved to create a scholarship opportunity for students who are related to the in-patient pharmacy department either as an associate or direct relative of an associate.

One does not need to be pursuing a career in healthcare to apply for this scholarship.  A status of “undeclared” is reasonable, especially for students beginning their career.  Our family is attempting to add to the diversity of the career pathways for which scholarships are awarded and because of this, may award available funds first to students not in the nursing career pathway.

Scholarship Criteria*:
1. The applicant or applicant’s family must be an All Saints Associate working a minimum of 20 hours per week at All Saints Pharmacy.
2. Applicants seeking a non-nursing degree are preferred.  Nursing students will be considered.
3. Graduating high school, university, and technical college students are eligible to apply.
4. Applicant must be accepted at or a current student in good standing.  
5. Preference is given to those who are serving, have served, or have immediate family members with military background.
6. The scholarship recipient must provide proof of enrollment.
7. The recipient is expected to remain enrolled at school during the full term of the school year during the year the award is received. 
8. In no event shall there be any restrictions based on race, creed, color, national origin or gender of candidates.
9. Applicant must submit two copies of entire application.
10. All applications must be in typed format.  
*Any exception to these criteria may be reviewed and considered by the Scholarship Committee.

Scholarship Process:
1. Scholarship applications available via the Ascension Intranet, or call All Saints Foundation at 262.687.8654.
1. The scholarship recipient may be asked to meet with the respective scholarship donor and will be asked to attend a scholarship awards reception, tentatively scheduled for March 2019. 


Required Materials for Submission:
· Two letters of recommendation (non-relative).  Please choose your references carefully to ensure a letter that adequately provides insight into you and your potential(s).
· College or high school transcripts showing academic performance in recent coursework.
· Typed application.
· Typed essay – as many or few pages or words as you would like.  (See below for more instructions)
· Two copies of entire application.
· Signature of applicant.
· All application materials must be received at the same time.

Essay Instructions:

The reviewers of your essay are interested in knowing about you.  Tell us about you. You may also choose to submit an essay that you have written for other scholarships to which you may have applied.  You are encouraged to use your creativity when developing the direction of your statement. To help you as you think about the essay, below are some ideas that you may choose to include in your presentation:

· What lead you to choosing the college pathway you are pursuing i.e., technical college or university?
· If you have chosen a career pathway possibly explain how and why you came to this decision?
· Are there obstacles that you have overcome to get to the place that you are now?
· Are there current obstacles to your academic progress and what might they be, if you wish to share?
· Do you have role models or heroes? Why that individual or individuals and what are the behaviors that you attempt to emulate?
· What careers other than the one you are pursuing are interesting to you?
· After your initial degree do you intend to enter the work force and what kind of position would you prefer and what type of institution or practice setting is of most interest to you?
· After your initial degree do you plan to pursue more advanced degrees and / or training?
· What challenging situations or life experiences have influenced you?
